Let me give a very brief summary of 
ministry highlights, traveling from east 
to west:

�Manila, Philippines:  Beginning in 
the spring, Ang Bahay Parola is now ful-
ly under the able national leadership of 
Buboy Quila. It was a privilege to be in-
vited to the second anniversary of Peace 
Home for girls this fall (see page 2). 

�Bangalore, India:  Excellent progress 
has been made toward the purchase of 
land and construction of the Jan Koo-
istra boys’ home. The exact timetable is 
not known, but we are optimistic that we 
will see much progress in 2010. Watch 
for updates. 

�Nairobi, Kenya:  After numerous le-
gal and administrative delays regarding 
the land south of Nairobi, we appear 
to be well-positioned to see construction 
of the new Shunem Shelter begin after 
the Makukus return from a much-needed 
sabbatical in early 2010. 

�Lima, Peru:  My wife and I recently 
had the privilege of visiting the new 
Casa de la Gloria home for at-risk girls 
and their babies. We were amazed and 
encouraged to see evidence of Christian 
love in the lives of the teenagers who 
have suffered severe traumas. 

�Acapulco, Mexico:  Over the past 
year Jaime and Monse Contreras have 
ably led the Sobre el Puente ministry to 

a new level. Several street boys are now 
living at the center and Jaime is start-
ing microenterprise ventures to provide 
training and ministry funding. The staff 
is anticipating a week of special train-
ing early next year.
