For the last three 
years I have been 
involved in the 

StreetChild ministry 
in the slums of 

Kibera with Pastor Makuku, serving 
those living with AIDS, preparing 
meals for those without parents, and 
sponsoring children to attend school 
and receive medical aid. This past 
summer I was the mentor to  five 
interns for this ministry and I had the 
privilege of seeing the Lord work 
mightily in our motley group, reveal-
ing sin and then reminding us of His 
conquering atonement.

Our time in Kenya was marked 
by days of deep sorrow coupled with 
an overwhelming sense of helpless-
ness. But we were blessed with the 
most satisfying joy from the Spirit and 
sweet fellowship with Christ’s church.

The poverty we witnessed in Kib-
era forced us to ask hard questions 
and really examine our faith. We 
all came back with a deeper belief 
in God, knowing that He is good, 
merciful, just, and holy. It is easy, 
while living a comfortable life in the 
States, to have a mere knowledge 
of the gospel—turning it into a few 
lines of information. But this summer 
our hearts were examined, and the 
knowledge we had about the gospel 
turned into a sincere and deep love 
for the Father, Who has claimed us 

as His own and called us to go forth 
and preach good news.
