Still, God gives 
us the ability, the desire, and the need 
to plan for the future. So what follows 
is a brief outline of our 2009 plans 
by StreetChild location, as the Lord 
graciously provides: 

Nairobi, Kenya - Ministry of Imbumi 
and Martha Makuku and the Kibera Reformed 
Presbyterian Church: The purchase of  
20 beautiful acres south of Nairobi 
was completed last year. Land 
preparation for the new Shunem 
Shelter girls’ home is now underway 
(see pages 4-5 and we look for the 
first phase to be completed this year). 
Pray for Imbumi and Martha as the 
added responsibility of overseeing all 
facets of the Shunem project adds to 
an already busy schedule. 

Bangalore, India - Anugraha 
Mane (Grace House): This year we seek 
to expand the drop-in center ministry 
to include a home for street boys. 
The home will begin in a rented 
facility while funds are being raised 
to purchase land and build a multi-
use facility, including the Jan Kooistra 
House for Boys. 

Acapulco, Mexico - Sobre el Puente 
(Over the Bridge): Our ministry looks to 
expand in serving at-risk children and 
their families in the squatter community 
of Nueva Belén (New Bethlehem) over 
the mountain from Acapulco, while 
work with street children at the drop-in 
center continues. 

Manila, Philippines - Ang 
Bahay Parola (The Lighthouse): Plans are 
underway for the national Filipino 
churches and staff to assume greater 
responsibility for the ABP ministry  
over the next year. 

Lima, Peru - Casa de La Gloria  
(House of Glory): The exciting vision  
God has given Jeremy and Amanda 
Ross for the street girls of Lima and 
their children is described in this 
newsletter (see page 2). The home is 
on track to open this year.

God has given MTW 
missionaries Jeremy 
and Amanda Ross a 
big vision for ministry 

to homeless pregnant teenage girls in 
Lima, Peru.

Jeremy and Amanda plan to open 
Casa de la Gloria (House of Glory) this 
year as a home for girls coming from 
situations of abuse and neglect and 
needing a place of refuge. The house 
will be a place where the girls and their 
children can experience the transforming 
and unconditional love of Christ. 

While the girls are provided prenatal 
care and childcare training, they will 
also receive academic tutoring and job 
training. The ministry will include three 
phases: offering relief from current 
trauma, training and equipping the girls 
with job and life skills, and transitioning 
them to independent living or being 
reunited with their family. 

The House of Glory will be the only 
evangelical Christian home for pregnant 
teen girls in Lima, and its opening is 
eagerly anticipated by churches, friends, 
and ministry leaders who have seen the 

urgent need first-hand. The home will 
operate as a ministry of the Luz de Vida 
(Light of Life) church in the Salamanca 
district of Lima. 

In the first year of operation the home 
will minister to six to eight girls and their 
babies. The Rosses seek to buy land and 
build a larger home over the next five 
years as the Lord provides resources.
