In the summer of 2008 the Chestnut Mountain
Presbyterian Church (CMPC) Cornerstone Youth Ministry
took a journey to Lima, Peru, to serve with CMPC-supported
missionaries Jeremy and Amanda Ross. God did an
amazing work in the team while they were there. As the
team returned to CMPC, God placed a burden in them
to “continue the journey.” So in December 2008, the
Peru team and the rest of the Cornerstone Youth Ministry
hosted a “Dessert Theatre” to raise money for Jeremy and Amanda and the House
of Glory, a home for unwed and neglected teenage mothers. The night featured
the youth performing “A Charlie Brown Christmas,” delicious coffee and homemade
desserts, fellowship, and a video presentation of The House of Glory. More than 400
people from the church and community attended, and
God raised more than $3,000.
This April, the same Peru team hosted a 5K road race
for The House of Glory. “Run for a Reason 5K” had 149
registered runners and God raised more than $3,800
for The House of Glory. Race directors were Armando
Becerra and Amanda and Jessica Roth.
This summer, CMPC Cornerstone Youth Ministry is
sending another team back to Lima fo serve with Jeremy
and Amanda Ross. While the CMPC team is there, the
House of Glory is scheduled to open for operation
and receive its first young motherl —Dee Hammond,
CMPC youth pastor, Chestnut Mountain, Ga.

The opening of Casa de la Gloria
in Lima, Peru, is just the most recent
example of the Lord’s gracious
provision. MTW missionaries Jeremy
and Amanda Ross canvassed the city
and found that there was no Christian
ministry to pregnant street girls. The
Lord led them to provide a home for
girls and their unborn children in
desperate situations. The home is also
a ministry of the local national church
as a witness to Lima. The God of all
mercy is at work in the city.

It is gratifying to see the Lord
provide resources for Casa de la
Gloria through His people. The
youth group of Chestnut Mountain
Presbyterian Church caught the vision
and sponsored a dinner theatre and
a 5K run to benefit the home (see
pages 4).

God is working His plan. He
redeems lost people, then calls them
to ministries of mercy to reach others
while using still other redeemed
people to support their ministry.
